Residents are reminded never to give personal information,
such as debit card PINs, bank account or social security
numbers to anyone over the telephone.

Telephone fraud is another common type of scam. Residents
are reminded not to trust their caller ID, as scammers use
technology called Voice Over Internet Protocol or spoofing
to disguise the number that appears on a caller ID screen.

The caller ID may show your bank or a local area code, when
the call is actually coming from a scammer in another coun-
try. If you receive a call asking for your personal or financial
information, hang up. Your bank or government agency will
never request your Social Security Number or account infor-
mation over the phone.

Another method that scammers use to gain access to your
personal information is cal
slang term used to describe someone who assumes false
accounts on social networking sites for the sake of develop-
ing online relationships with strangers. Catfishing is common
on online dating sites and social media sites in general.
